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Pediatric disease–related collaborations are well established and typically productive. Fruitful collaborations among groups of clinicians, scientific investigators, and representatives from government, industry, regulatory groups, and others have advanced our knowledge of many pediatric disorders, including inflammatory bowel disease (IBD), gastroesophageal reflux disease, abdominal pain, diarrheal disease, eosinophilic esophagitis, pediatric liver disease, and pancreatitis.

The present issue of JPGN highlights a report by Sherman et al from Canada on the process of establishing a working collaboration among centers with a focus on IBD (1). We invited commentaries from the leaders of 5 other successful collaborative IBD groups to provide their perspectives. We applaud and encourage collaboration among pediatricians and others involved in the development of innovative and effective evaluation and treatment options for children and adolescents with a variety of chronic disorders.
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
